Algebra express missing number problems algebraically, find pairs of numbers that satisfy an equation with two unknowns
Measure use, read, write and convert between standard units, converting measurements of length, mass, volume and time from a smaller unit of measure to a larger unit, and vice versa, using decimal notation to up to three decimal places
Ratio and Proportion solve problems involving the relative sizes of two quantities where missing values can be found by using integer multiplication and division facts
